The Lyndhurst YBC saw long time member Theo Stamatopoulos from Bathurst break through with his
first win from Borzoi (WA) and Bossley Park 1 (NSW). John Hills turned in another good effort with
3 birds in the prizes.

Grunwald second and Coffee Club from Canberra third. The winning pigeon, Toowoomba 1025 BCH, was
the Bird of the Year with 15" Coober Pedy, 2" Hawker and 215" Hawker. The owners took this bird and
its nestmate sister home after this race.

The final race from Marla was a tough one with Buzzard Dodgers (Trevor Hains and Don King) winning
by more than four and a half hours from Steve Bell (Temora NSW) with Peter Meade (Vic) third, with
a bird bred by Tim Fawcett. The winning pigeon was bred by Trevor Hains from his Bob Seedsman
birds.

The Coffee Club syndicate in their first year with the club won the Aggregate Points with consistent
performances in all 5 races.

The Club is full once again for the 2013 Season and we look forward o another very competitive year
with several well known local and interstate flyers joining the club.
